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time limit rules. However,
the spending transfer went
through anyways and Vacon
filed an order to seek a legal
opinion on whether or not
the vote was valid. Garcia
vetoed the order despite it
being approved. The coun-
cil would vote to override
the order but Councilor Meg
MaGrath-Smith also filed the
order which allows council-
ors the ability to seek a legal
opinion anytime they wish.

Vacon, who also filed an
open meeting law violation
complaint, disagreed with
the rule change despite being
unhappy with the mayor’s
veto.

She stated during dis-
cussion at the meeting that
the council has typically
never unreasonably prevent-
ed someone from hearing
from the law department.
She expressed concern the
order would open up the law
department so widely that
the law department would be
constantly used for debate.

She further noted there
were other rule changes
approved by the city council
that were not being followed
and the council should work
at following already approved
rules before adding new ones.

Councilor Kevin
Jourdain approved of the rule
change, and believed it was
filed in good spirit. However,
